The first ever all-time Needham
Broughton High School Reunion is planned
for July 3-4-5-6, 1986, covering 57 classes
from 1930 thru the ‘86 graduates. Anyone
who ever attendéd Broughton is invited,
not just graduates.

This effort is being put together by Ben
Templeton-Hugh Morton ‘46 who devel-
oped and promoted along with Jack
Murdock Hugh Morson ‘53 the highly
sucessful Hugh Morson Reunion last year.

Predictions are for a crowd exceeding
5,000, making it the largest high school re-
union ever, exceeding the 4,760 fizure of
Orlando’s Winter Park High School, recog-
nized by the Guinness Book of World
Records as the current record holder. A
similar reunion for old Hugh Morson High’s
30 «classes in 1984 drew over 2.,000.

Tonight’s meeting will be conducted by
Ben Templeton, co-chairman of the Morson
Reunion and president of Ben Temp
Promotions, the guiding force behind the
reunion idea. Reps from each class will
come from volunteers and from this group
will come a six-member steering committee
representing the six decades involved. Each
class rep will be responsible for locating
and contacting its own members. Hotel re-
servation cards and information flyers will
be furnished to all reps at no cost. Each
class will be reimbursed $2 per member,
based on reunion registration. Tickets will
be $30 per person and will include every
function except a special sports luncheon
on July 4th and $2 admission to a reunion
dance July 3rd. It will be so stated on the
‘nfo sheets but I will tell you now that
no Reunion ticket requests AFTER June
30 will be honored and checks will be re-
turned and NO TICKETS will be available
at the door except those paid for by June
30

Five hotels will house our guests: North
Raleigh Hilton, Quality Inn Mission Valley,
The Raleigh Inn, The Raleigh Hilton
(Hillsborough St.), and The Raleigh
Marriott, All will honor rates of $40 per
night, single or double, Classes will be ass-
ingned a hotel for headquarters as close to
by decade as possible.

Graduate presents funds
for endowment to school

Two teachers at Broughton
High School in Raleigh will re-
ceive an additional $5,000 in sala-
ry as a result of an endowment set
up at the school with a $100,000 gift
from a Broughton graduate to
encourage professional excel-
lence.

Wake school officials, former
Gov. James B. Hunt Jr. and local
business and political leaders
gathered at the school system’s
offices Monday for the presenta-
tion of a $100,000 check from
Richard H. Jenrette, a 1947 gradu-
ate of Broughton and chairman of
the Wall Street {irm of Donaldson,
Lufkin and Jenrette.

Superintendent Robert E. Brid-
ges said the first two holders of
the “Jenrette Chairs,” which the
endowment will establish, will be
chosen this fall and will receive
the $5,000 salary supplement to-
ward the end of the 1985-86 school
year.

The $5,000 supplements normal-
Iy will be awarded for five-year
terms, at the end of which the
endowment wiil be renewable,
Bridges said Monday.

But one of the first two teachers
will receive a three-year award so
that the terms will be staggered,

Bridges said. There is no limif on
the number of times a teacher can
be named fo a Jenrette chair.

The annual supplements will
come from interest earned on the
$100,000, which will be invested
and managed by the Wake Educa-
tion Foundation, a private non-
profit organization established in
1983 to raise money for the county
school system from the private
sector.

Jenrette said Monday that the
idea for the endowment came
from Hunt. “The governor trig-
gered a nerve,” Jenrette said
during a press conference. “Why
should universities have a monop-
oly on all the private fund-rais-
ing? I’'m hopeful that the gift I'm
making today will be like priming
the pump” and lead to similar
gifts.

Hunt said the endowment,
thought to be the first of its kind in
a public high school, could help
raise teachers’ salaries to levels
that would attract the best to the
profession. Hunt said he hoped
that groups like parent-teacher
associations and reunion gather-
ings could raise funds for similar
endowments throughout the state.

Bridges said endowments are
one way to attract and retain
quality teachers. “We are simply

no longer competitive with profes-
sions requiring similar training
and commitment,” he said. “‘High
on the list of things to improve
about the profession is the salary
structure.” _‘

Bridges predicted that within
five years the system could have
similar supplements available in
80 percent of the dounty’s schools.
He noted that the Jenrette gift has
already spawned a pledge of a
$25,000 endowment for Cary High
School by a group of Cary busi-
nessmen. |

To be selected to fill a Jenrette
chair, teachers must be tenured
and have taught at Broughton for
five years. They also must be
nominated by a selection commit-
tee to include the Broughton prin-
cipal, the student body president,
a parent, a Broughton graduate,
two teachers, a representative of
a college education school, a
system administrator and a foun-
dation representative.

Karen D. Garr, president of the
Wake Association of Classroom
Teachers, had previously raised
questions about the equity of the
endowment. She said in a tele-
phone interview Monday that
some of her concerns had been
addressed by Bridges’ proposal to
implement the endowment.
