Scholarships

f you read the schol-
arship article in the
newsletter, you’'ll
note that it finally
happened! We had
two winners of the

Scholarship this
year. In past years, 've come
away from the interview process feeling
frustrated because there were so many
more qualified applicants than we had
scholarships to award. So it didn’t sur-
prise me when Art Raymond, Chairman
of the Scholarship Selection Committee,
advised me that we had co-winners
this year.

It was a financial leap of faith, but we deter-
mined that each recipient should receive the full
annual amount — $2,000 — rather than splitting
the award between the two winners. The Alumni
Association is now responsible for awarding the
Mial Williamson Scholarship, as well. The Mial
Williamson Scholarship is a one-time award of
$1,500, and the Alumni Association Scholarship
is $2,000, renewable for the other three years of
