one are the old type-
writers and correction
fluid. Today’s Broughton

student can learn the principles of
keyboarding on a computer while
simultaneously learning the basics
of word processing software. This
technological boom, according to
Broughton teacher Karen Noon, is
intended to move away from the
old “business education” mentality
and equip students across diverse
curricula with the modern skills
needed to excel in college and the
workplace.

The progress has been impres-
sive, teachers say, and Broughton is
riding the crest of the technologi-
cal wave in Wake County. Much of
it is thanks to a 3-year, 1.8 million
technology fund-drive at Brough-
ton, as well as countless smaller,
but equally wital, fund-raising
efforts.

“This is a must for those who
plan to tackle a tough college load,”
said teacher Paula Long. Many
teachers agree and are incorporat-
ing computers into their curricu-
lum. The math department is
including SAS software in the sta-
tistics curriculum, and the physics
department is working on an
agreement with North Carolina
State University to help with its
coursework.

A Glabal Approach

The success of technological
improvements depends on the
school’s ability to make these
improvements comprehensive,
said Mrs. Noon. The addition of
large, multi-terminal classrooms
and the Wade Edwards Learning
Lab, a 20-computer lab for students
to use on their own time, affords
students such easy access that

teachers often feel they can raise
their expectations, she said.

The current goal is to have the
entire school wired and on a Local
Area Network (LAN) by January
This will allow students to access,
from school or home, their student
accounts, their own files, and any
information posted by teachers on

the network. With easy access to
homework assignments, playing

hooky might not be as much fun!

Teachers say the technology
improvements have led to some
interesting extracurricular activi-
ties, as well. In 1995, Mrs. Noon was
awarded a two-year pilot project by
the Broughton Advisory Council
which, in cooperation with
Northern Telecom, gave Broughton
unlimited World Wide Web access
and allowed Broughton students to
form a homepage for the school.As
the advisor, Mrs. Noon created the
Caps Lock Web Club, an extra-cur-
ricular opportunity for students to
learn more about the Web and how
to publish on it.

Over the past two years, the
club has published a Broughton
homepage (http://www.wake.or
g/~bhs/) and adapted it to the
school’s needs. These changes now
allow the page to reach out to
homebound students, promote
departments, recruit quality teach-
ers and students, and keep in touch
with the community.

These enhancements have
spurred a new excitement on the
Broughton campus — excitement
that wasn’t there ten years ago,and
maybe not even five. It’s not just
from the students either. As class
presentations and student work

have become more powerful,
teachers hail the new technology.
“It’s wonderful,” says Mrs. Long. “It’s
so much more fun and rewarding
to teach something a new, exciting
way. The students really are learn-
ing more and are being more cre-
ative. The teachers and students
have been inspired to see what
more they can do, which is really
what teaching is all about” @
