At the moment, Bill Bateman fancies a hard-driving career as a
lawyer, investment banker or stock broker, and his high school suc-
cesses support that ambition: a 4.5 grade point average, high SAT
scores, four years of student government leadership; co-captain of
the baseball ream and caprain of the junior varsity basketball team.

But Bateman has a decidedly softer edge than one would
artribure to a corporate honcho. Following the death of his girl-
friend during his sophomore year, Bateman scarched for a way to
deal with the grief and pain he and his classmates felt. After con-
sulting with a trusted teacher, Bateman decided to create a memo-
rial garden for Betsy Draper. He introduced the idea to the student
council, which enthusiastically adopted the project and made plans
to find a suitable location for the garden.

“It wasn't long before we had a mass of people tilling the soil and
planting rows of pansies, jonquils and hibiscus that would bloom

every year to keep her spiric a memory at-Broughton;™ said——

Bateman. “Fach year, as the flowers bloom, the essence and spirit
of Betsy continue to live.”

An engraved plaque dedicated to Betsy’s memory sits in the
garden, located beside the concession stands at the football and

soccer field, where all can admire its
beauty.

Such humanity and leadership
skills embody Bateman’s time spent at
Broughton, where he served on the
student council all four years and par-

ticipated in a wide variety of church-
related activities outside of school. He
also participated in Students Against
Drunk Driving and Students Against
Violence Everywhere and was a mem-
ber of the National Honor Society,
the Service Club, and the Key Club.
“Although the memories of class council are covered in sweat and
tears, they have helped me become a better leader and a better person,

= ~aswell,” wrote Bateman in his scholarship application. “I have learned

the responsibility involved in chairing committees and the value of
working with and appreciating people who are different than I am.”

As the winner of the Mial Williamson scholarship, Bateman will
receive a one-time gift of $1,500.

Statistics show that young women begin to drop out of science
related courses as early as middle school. Educators aren’t sure
why, but polls show that girls are systematically, if unintentonal-
ly, discouraged from pursuing math and science.

But that’s not the case for Andrea King. The winner of the
1999 Broughton Alumni scholarship, King is planning a major in
chemistry and a career in research or pharmacology.

shrinking violet, nor was she a bookworm in high school.

King was a cheerleader all four years at Broughton and led the
team as captain for two years. As a track team member, she com-
peted in the long jump, triple jump and hurdles, and she was a
section leader in band all four years. King was also senior class president and held numerous
summer jobs throughout high school, including participation in the NAACP her senior year.

Of all the experiences she had, King says she derived particular benefir from participating
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in the Caps Camp one fall weekend of her senior year. Held in a woodsy setting at Umstead
Park, participants took leadership classes and played games that taught them teamwork and
the basics of being a good leader.

“It was not necessarily the playing of the games, it was the sense of teamwork, fellowship,
and yes, even a little love fram a person who was a stranger to me before that day,” said King

of her experience. “Before the day was over, I had made new friends and had become closer to

decidedly heavy task for incoming
teshrian 4t Broughton High School, the goal
of this mock assignment was to introduce
ninth graders to the technological tools they
would be using during their four years in high
school.

The first assignment requires instruction in
Microsoft Word, the latter in Powerpoint, and
both assignments require the use of Excel for
graphing numerical data. The 2-day exercise
also taps into the academic courses the stu-
dents will be taking: English skills necessary to
prepare a report and argue in favor of recom-
mendations; international political science
required to assess the situation and under-

stand the issues at hand; and science and math
for graphing various options and their impacr.

Students must also search the internet for
current news media stories on the Iraq situa-
tion and use the information they locate to
help them argue their cases.

“What the program does is raise the level
of expectations for incoming freshman, in
addition to giving them an introduction to
the kinds of technology that will be vital to
their success at Broughton,” said Steven B.
Killion, director of the Wade Edwards
Learning Lab (WELL). This is where the 2-day
mandatory sessions were conducted through-
out the months of July and August.

Killion said he believes the sessions have
accomplished more than the stated goals.

“The students gained experience working in
teams and solving difficult problems, they
began the school year with high performance
expectations already in place, and they started
the year with an active membership at the learn-
ing lab, so they can begin using it immediately.”

In its first year of inception, the technolo-
gy orientation program is a community effort
funded by the Lucius Wade Edwards Private
Foundation, Inc., the Wade Edwards Learning
Lab, and the Class of 1964, which solicited
donations toward the creation of this effort.

Killion leads the program as the lab’s direc-
tor. But the program will only continue with
additional funds from outside the lab and the
foundation, he said. The $2,700 donated by
the class of 1964 was enough to pay for mail-
ings to 450 incoming students, public trans-
portation for those without means to get to
the lab, refreshments for all 48 sessions,
salaries for Broughton student assistants, and
computer supplies needed for the session.

Classes holding reunions in the future are
encouraged to solicit funds to continue this
worthwhile program beyond the 1998-99
school year.

s we celebrate seventy years of Broughton High School, it may
QE}P sting to some of the alumni to review the outstanding sets of

rothers who have participated in athletics in the same sport for the
school. These are the author’s reminiscence and may not include everyone,
so if anyone knows of people we left out, write us and we'll include them
in other newsletters.

The most outstanding three brothers of whom we are aware are the
Sentets—Buck ('40), Guy ('42), and John ('47). All were outstanding as foot-
ball and baseball players, plus each was Sports Superlative their senior year.

Bailey ('40), Johnny ('42), and Bob Williamson ('51) all played foot-
ball and Mial ('49) played basketball on an undefeated team. Brother Carl
played on the golf team in "36 and "37.

BUCK, GUY, JOHN

The Newron boys, Jeff (50), Tommy (’53), and Henry ('58) all played
end on the football team, with Henry having been named All-American
his senior year.

Grady Ferrell, Sr. (who graduarted from Hugh Morson) was captain of the
football team in 1931 and sons Grady Jr. (58), Kip (63), and Brent ('67) all
played quarterback. Grady Sr. had three brothers who also were outstanding:
C. D. and Walton played baseball, with Walt being a member of the 1945
State Championship Football Team. “Little brother” Jack Eugene (°48) was a
three letterman plus Sports Superlative his senior year. So you see, the Ferrell
family has been very much a part of Broughton High School athletics.

There were so many Riddles that it was hard to figure out who was
where in sports at any one time at Broughton, but John ('39) and Marion
("40) both played baseball and John was Sports Superlative in 1939.
Incidentally, for those of you who don’t remember, Mrs. Riddle was the
“Blue Star” mother of Wake County with seven sons in the service of our
country at one time during WW IL

Willis Holding (°34) was the first of the Holding boys to play baseball
for Broughton, followed by Lawrence ('39) and John “Tootsie” ('45). John
Jr. (71) also played football, basketball, and baseball.

From the first three decades, these are the only three brather combos
that came to mind, but there are many two-brother combos: In basketball,
the Sapps, Sauls, Turners, Teagues (author’s prerogative for Tommy); in
football, the Hortons, Stones, Martins, Crockers, Hawkinses, Pooles,
Baises, Boxleys, and Turners; the Kellys, Hilkers, and Andersons in swim-
ming; plus the Dillons, Yorks, and Dunlaps in golf. Several of this group
playf:d two or three sports and many were all-stars.

As has been said, these are only from the memory of one person, so put
on your “thinking caps” and remember the “Caps” that may not have been
mentioned here. Also, as we all know there were many other outstanding
individual athletes who proudly wore the purple and gold.
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The following is an editorial from the Broughton Hi-Times
dated November 1, 1945:

To these, the thirty-three Broughton High School boys
who have given their lives in the service of our country, we pay
tribute. Their supreme sacrifice is an inspiration for us to face
whatever may come our way—their courage, a guide to live
by. We must not fail them or the cause for which they died,
now or in the future.
