Carl James Inducted into the N.C. Sports Hall of Fame

On May 17, 2000 Carl James 46 was
inducted into the North Carolina Sports Hall
of Fame. He is the first graduate of Broughton
to be inducted. Lee J. Stone, his coach while at
Broughton, and Paul Gay, an assistant football
coach here in the late 50’ are also members of
the “Hall.”

“Head” played on the 1945 State Champion-
ship football team and was a member of the
State Championship track team in 1945. After

starring at Duke in football and track, he
served his alma mater in various capacities for
24 years, including a term as athlerics direcror.
Carl left Duke to become executive director of
the Sugar Bowl followed by a two-year stint as
athletics  director at Maryland. From
1980-1996, he was Commissioner of the Big-
Eight Conference.

Several of his “old” friends joined “The
Head” and his family at the ceremony.

Remembering Those Who Gave Their Lives

Davidson Jeffries

Mettauer “Tau” Davidson ’36 was a graduate of N.C. State
University in 1940 and an outstanding R.O.T.C. officer. He com-
manded Company L, which received the award as the best drill com-
pany in the regiment, and Tau was given an engraved saber. On active
duty, he was CO of B Company of the 387th Infantry Reg. He was seri-
ously wounded on April 8, 1945, while directing motor fire on an
enemy position in Stein, Germany. He refused medical aid until the
enemy was neutralized. For this courageous and inspiring action of
bravery, he was awarded the Silver Star. Mettauer died in a hospital in
England on July 2, 1945 and was buried at Cambridge. ITis sister Ruth
was Miss N.B.H.S., class of "38, and his sister Elizabeth was in the
class of "32.

LeVerne Jeftries *42 was killed on February 10, 1944 over Germany
when his B-17 was shot down by enemy fire. He had been an active
member of the Broughton Glee Club and participated in several plays
while in school. He sang in his church choir and, along with JoAnne
Bostick and Jerry Hilker, received a “one” during the annual Music
Festival in 1942. Fredrick Stanley Smith had high praise for LeVerne
and his contribution to the Glee Club. His sister Nell *43 was helpful
with this information.

Charles Williams Noell 42 only went to Broughton one year, after
moving from Durham in the summer of *41. His brother Stan '44 also
attended and his mother was executive director of the N.C. Nurses
Association. The headquarters of the association is naméd for Marie
Noell. Stan received his medical degree and practices in Charlotte. Bill
was killed in Northern Italy in late 1945 and is buried at the cemetery
at Anzio.

John Bodwell *41 served in A Company of the 104th Infanty in
France and was killed in the fall of 1944. John is remembered as a pop-
ular and active student who participated in a variety of activities at
Broughton. He had many friends in Raleigh, one to whom he wrote
throughout the war. Forrest Shufford *41 shared a poignant letter with

me, dated October 31, 1944, only a few days before John was killed.

- Everette Briggs was a P-51 pilot, flying “The Hump” out of India,
escorting transports, when he was shot down in November 1943.
Everette died during his confinement in a Japanese prisoner-of-war
camp in Rangoon, Burma, sometime between 1943 and 1945. His
body was recovered but, during the flight back to the U.S., the plane
went down in the Indian Ocean. Everette was married to Betty
Ellington '38 and his sister was Margaret '41. Tom Briggs '43 is his
younger brother.
