Legendary principal Payne retiring

Principal Diane Payne is retiring
June 30 after 13 years at Broughton.

“It was a hard decision,” said Payne.
“I hadn’t totally decided.”

Payne said that she decided to retire
after taking into account several fac-
tors including the completion of reno-
vations of the Holliday Gymnasium
and main building and Broughton’s
seventy-fifth anniversary.

“The stars just seemed to be lined up
right,” said Payne.

Payne began her career as the
school’s principal in December of
1991 after 25 years of service in
North Carolina public education.
Payne followed the beloved Dr. Rich-
ard Jewell, who started as principal
in 1970.

“The first thing [ noticed was that she
was very different from Dr. Jewell,”
said Carol Meszaros, humanities
teacher who has been at Broughton
since 1968.

When she started as principal at
Broughton, Payne said she typically
worked 75-hour weeks. Payne said
she now averages 60-65 hours, work-
ing six days a week and doing that
work almost entirely at school.

Payne describes her job as shifting
gears a lot.

“A principal is responsible for making
things run smoothly.”

Among her duties are leading a staff
of nearly 200 people, working with
the PTSA, ensuring a safe school,
meeting with parents, students and
teachers who have concerns, and
attending meetings and school func-
tions.

Teachers and students praise Payne
for her strong leadership, enthusi-

asm, vision, and love for students.

“She’s one of the hardest working

with the school than the school it-
self,” said Chip Patterson, Student
Body President.

Some members of the school commu-
nity point to the school’s addition of
technology, Payne’s open-door policy,
and the addition of the IB Middle
Years and Diploma Programime as
Payne’s legacy to the school. Payne,
however, hopes for another legacy.

“l hope that they realize that my
heart is with the students.”

While Payne has solidified little for
her retirement, she said she would
like to be able to spend more time
with her husband, who is already
retired, her grandchildren and her
father. She hopes to travel with her
husband, which she said may in-
clude a trip to Galapagos Island,
scuba-diving and learning to speak
Spanish so that she can travel to
Spanish-speaking countries.

Meanwhile, administrators are hard
at working finding Payne’s replace-
ment. Jonibel Willis, Area Assistant
Superintendent for Central Wake
County, is leading the effort.

Willis met with faculty and staff on
March 7 to discuss qualities that they
wouldllike to see in their next princi-
pal.

Willis sees input from faculty, par-
ents, and students important and
