of the Broughton Scholarships were
honored.

The Alumni Scholarship is a 4 year
$2,000 annual award to an applicant
who has exhibited exemplary service to
Broughton and the community at large
as well as Character, Citizenship and
Scholastic Excellence.

The 2006 Broughton Scholarship
Award was presented to Elizabeth

E. Sibrack. Elizabeth's involvement
spanned from the traditional activities-
Chairman of the Queen of Hearts
Decorations Committee, Prom
Invitations and Tickets committees
and 4 years on the Class Council- to
the diversity of activities that make
Broughton such a wonderful high school

2 in a class of 496 seniors. Athletically

Each applicant is asked to submit

an essay describing an experience of
achievement while at Broughton that
has had significant meaning to them.
Elizabeth’s essay addressed her roles
in loyally representing the student not
widely known at Broughton and the
growth in diversity of participants in
school activities.

Hill and is interested in veterinary
medicine and also in teaching,

Three years ago, I attended the Senior
Awards Assembly in the gym to present
the Alumni scholarship. I have always
been proud that for twenty-one years,
a scholarship has been given by the
Alumni to a deserving graduating
senior. As I sat there and listened to
the amounts of the other scholarships-
“full rides”, $100,000 over four years,
etc. I began to have the feeling that it
would be nice if our scholarship could
be increased.

In 1985, the Broughton Alumni
Association was formed. Its mission
would be to provide a meaningful
scholarship for a graduating senior who
had made a significant contribution to
the school during his or her high school
career. The initial scholarship was
$1,000.00, renewable for three years for
the remainder of the recipient’s college
years. The initial Association annual
dues were set at $5.00. The Association
published a one page newsletter that first
year, and it has published one to two
newsletters a year since that time and
mailed one to 20,000 plus alumni.

In 1989 the annual Association dues
were raised to $10.00. In 1992 the
scholarship was raised to $2,000.00,
renewable for three years, for a total
contribution to the recipient’s college

educartion of $8,000.00.

Over the past year the Board has
considered how to make the scholarship
more financially meaningful, but current
finances would not permit an increase

in the scholarship amount. One reason

is the increasing expense of printing and
mailing the now multi-page newsletter to
20,000 plus alumni. The Board has not
made any corresponding increases in the
membership dues since 1989.

To accomplish this goal the Board has
voted to increase the annual dues from
$10.00 to $25.00—the first increase in
seventeen years! The objective is to raise
our endowment in order to carry out
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our mission—to reward a student who
has made a significant contribution to
the school with a meaningful financial
scholarship. It is a big increase, but long
overdue and we hope you will continue
to support the Alumni Association.

We value the support and generosity of
alumni individuals who have contributed
$100.00 or more to the scholarship fund
in the past and have recognized them

in the newsletters. Since many alumni
contribute at this level, we need to raise
the amount for published recognition of
contributors from $100.00 to $250.00.

The Board is considering establishing
lifetime membership contribution levels,
an endowment campaign and other
innovative measures which will enable
the Association to maintain the prestige
of the Alumni Association Scholarship.

As always, we encourage any input
from alumni. The door is always open
to alumni who would like to contribute
their time and expertise. We are better
organized now to utilize your services
since we have an executive director,
Kathie Raymond, Class of 1967.
