The documentary centers on the move of
the Cheshire’s historic family plantation
house. First-time ilmmaker Godfrey
Cheshire, who is an internationally known
film critic, interweaves the historical family
relationships to present day as he discovers
slave descendants from the plantation,
including some of who are new-found blood
cousins. The story tells how the South has
been portrayed both factually and fictionally
by Hollywood through movies, beginning
with D.W. Griflith's Birth of a Nation,

based on the book The Clansman by Thomas
Dixon. Dixon, who lived in Raleigh, wrote
about Godfrey's cousins, the Camerons, who
are portrayed in Griflith’s film.

Full Frame is the nation’s most prestigious
documentary film festival. The odds of
getting more difficult than those of getting
into Sundance: this year over 1,100 films
from around the world were submirtted for
the small number of slots in the festival's

official competition.

In addition, this was a very special year

at Full Frame as the festival celebrared

its 10ch anniversary. Martin Scorsese
(advisory board chair) and a host of other
celebrated names attended with national
and international press coverage. Also, Full
